Major and Minor Scales.

Play each scale, at first, with one band alone, then with perfect evenness
with both hands together, so that each tone sounds as loud as the rest. Avoidall
haste, and proceed very cautiously and gradually {v a more rapid rate of exe-
cution. When the fingering is thoroughly learned, run the Scales through the
compass of the kevboard, repeating each several times without a break, and
executing it in piano, forte, crescendo and decrescendo.

Besides the practical execution of the Scales, the pupil should alsobe taught
their theory; this is indispensable for a complete understanding of their con-
struction,
